Kynan Dawes had his first ever win in State League competition in the 3000 m steeplechase, outsprinting
me in the last lap to run 9:36.1 while | finished second in 9:38.4.

The 400 m runners Justin Clarke, Marty Duke and Trent Hartshorne finished first, second and third in the
400 m to collect maximum points and almost enable us to catch Glenhuntly, however they had too big a
lead. It was great to see Justin back on the track running 47.11 in less than ideal conditions.
